The Screen4Life dermatology nurse uses a dermatoscope and where appropriate specialist non invasive skin imaging technology called SIAscopy, this enables our skin cancer assessor to see 2mm beneath the surface of the mole or lesion. The results are usually immediate and an output of the scan can be produced into a personalised report.

If there is nothing suspicious this will be confirmed at the time of screening, however, depending on the personal risk factors there may be recommendation to have moles scanned periodically.

If something appears to warrant further attention your report will be forwarded to our doctor and specialist for review. Depending on his assessment, you will be advised if any further action is necessary. If required, we will forward your scan results to your GP and/or referral to a specialist.

The whole process is safe, fast and non invasive.
